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The research aims to test the relationship of correlation and influence between the

strategic alliance from the point of view of Iraq and the alliances of other countries in the
region. The research problem was embodied in the extent to which the importance of the
Iraqi strategic alliance affects the success and building of relations between the countries
of the region. The research used the questionnaire as a tool for collecting data.
Where (100) questionnaires were distributed to a sample of professors specializing in
politics from the College of Political Science at the University of Kufa, and the data were
analyzed according to the (SPSS) program, the research used a set of statistical measures
to verify the validity of the research hypotheses.

The research reached several results, the most important of which was proving the
existence of a correlation and causal relationship between the strategic alliance and its
dimensions (communication and coordination, trust, commitment, mutual dependence,
cultural parity) and alliances between the countries of the region in general. The research
also came up with a number of appropriate recommendations, including the need to have
These alliances are given greater priority because of their essential role in achieving
common countries’ interests and ensuring the stability of the region in the long term.
